The festivities will run from 3:00pm to 7:00pm on Sunday, April 22nd, and
will include food & selected beverages.  The party is free for members, and $16
per person for guests.  Bring your pictures from the past ski season.  Elections for
next year’s board will be held at this meeting.  We are still looking for someone
to run for Membership Chairman & Publicity Chairman.  Directions:  Swan Creek
Country Club is located off Rt 40, between Aberdeen & Havre de Grace.  At the
stoplight by Hill Top Deli, turn onto Oakington Rd.  Go across the bridge over the
railroad tracks, and STOP at the bottom of the hill.  Go straight, passing Roye
Williams Elem. School on your left.  You will wind through the woods, and when
you emerge, the road will make a sharp right & become Country Club Rd.  Do not
go through the brick gates to Ashley.  Follow the road around the golf course, and
the club will be on your left (approximately 2 ½ miles from Rt 40.  If using
MapQuest, the address is 1 Country Club Rd, Havre de Grace, 21078.
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Election of new board members  for the 2007-2008 membership year (May ’07 thru April ‘08) will
take place at the Picture Party on April 22nd. If you would like to run for one of the offices listed below,
please contact Tom Meckelnburg to have your name entered on the ballot.  Nominations will also be taken
from the floor on the day of the party.  The board usually meets monthly to discuss current issues, to approve
club sanctioned trips and social activities, and find ways to promote, grow and maintain membership and
interest in the club.  An abbreviated description of each position follows.  Not all duties are listed.  Board
members & their families receive free HSC memberships.

President: Presides over all General and Board Meetings.  Notifies other board members of meetings and compiles
agenda for Board Meetings.  Is a member of the Voting Committee, has full jurisdiction over the business meetings
of the club.  Has authority to sign checks, appoint committee chairmen or fill vacancies on the Executive Board for
the duration of the current year.  Remains a voting member of the Executive Board for one year after the expiration

of the term of office.  As past president, votes only to break a tie vote

Vice-President:  Arranges for meeting place, and is responsible for refreshments.  This involves buying drinks and
munchies.  Is a member of the Voting Committee.  Shall preside at all meetings in the absence of the President, and
shall perform the duties of that office during the absence or inability of that officer.  Is chairman of the Programs
Committee, which involves arranging for presentations, contacting speakers for meeting & other events.

Secretary:  Takes and keeps all minutes of all General and Board meetings.  Is a member of the Voting Committee. 
Responsible for writing the Newsletter, having it printed and mailed to Members (Usually April, June, August and
October thru February).

Treasurer:  Shall receive and keep an accurate account of all funds belonging to the club.  Shall deposit same in the
proper banking institution, selected by the Executive Board. Shall have the authority to sign checks as
necessary, and to disburse funds under such regulations as may be prescribed by the Executive Board.
Member of the Voting Committee.  Shall give a written report of all receipts and disbursements at the Spring
 meeting.  A copy of this report shall be given to the Secretary for the records.  Shall be the Chairman of 
the Ways and Means Committee.  Double checks income and payments for trips.  Can arrange to pay for
contracts for trips, such as the buses.  Can also negotiate prices for the trip leaders.

Trips Coordinator:  Polls the membership for ideas of skiing destination, with at least one oral presentation at a
regularly scheduled meeting.  Presents a call for potential Trip Leaders and Co-Trip Leaders each Fall.  Educates
and assists these leaders in requirements for trip presentation to the Board.  Reviews all trip proposals.  Presents
training sessions for all interested potential Trip Leaders & Co-Trip Leaders.  Coordinates & endorses all FAM
trips, obtaining Board approval for all FAM trips prior to their being taken by any Trip Leader.

Publicity Manager:  Shall be responsible for sending notices of the meetings to the media (Aegis, Baltimore Sun,
Record, etc.) and for publicizing club functions.  Member of Voting Committee. Shall be responsible for
coordinating SnowTime’s Ski Swap.  Contacts Bel Air Athletic Club for Quarterly Calendar mention.  Distributes
club flyers to any appropriate place that will display them.  Arranges to set up a promotional booth at events, such as
the fitness events at the Harford Mall.

Membership Chairman:  Chairman of this committee may appoint three members to serve for one year. 
This committee shall be responsible for the recruitment of new members, keeping membership records up to 
date, and issuing membership cards.  The Chairman shall work with the Publicity Officer at the Ski Club booth 
at events such as the Harford Mall show.  The Chairman will keep the secretary informed of current members, 
so that all members receive newsletters.

SAIL AND BIKE SOUTHERN DALMATIA  WTH 3 NIGHTS IN
LONDON:  SEPTEMBER 14-25 2007

We have chartered the Kapetan Jure for September 15-22, 2007 a 5-star boat sailing from Dubrovnik to Split/Trogir  through
the most spectacular part of the Dalmatian Coast and its islands. The boat will comfortably hold 30 passengers in 15 cabins, 10
of which have two lower beds on the main deck, 4 of which have one double bed in the lower deck, and 1 of which has bunk
beds on the lower deck.  Each cabin has its own toilet, sink and hand held Shower.  The itinerary lends itself to being as active
or inactive as you wish, as the boat will make lots of sightseeing stops en route from Dubrovnik to Split There will be bikes on
board for each passenger to use or not as one desires as well as two kayaks on board.  
The Kapetan Jure also has a diving platform off the back of the boat which lowers down into the water, and will
make lots of special stops in coves along the coast to allow passengers to swim and snorkel.  Price is approximately
$2625 per person.
